In 2003 the purchase of part of the former Woodpax site at Sheffield Park was completed for an
estimated £300,000, money which was raised by an appeal during the first few months of that year.

The Woodpax site forms the basis finase 3f Operation Undercover, which will provide covered
accommodation for up to 17 carriages, a new museum building, a new loco washout pit, and the
repair and reconstruction of the platform buildings and canopy and provision of toilets on platform 2
at Shefteld Park.

The long awaited construction of thendercover building on the Woodpax site has just started with
the demolition of the old original station building on platform 2, much of which will besesd aghe
facade in the new museum/ storage buildin

the saloon next to the coupe compartment and a shorter corridor and bedroom in the saloon next to
the kitchen, the remainder ahe saloon being useas a living room/dining with seating.

Unfortunately, creation of these corridors meant cutting out part of the marquitezeto build the
necessary partitions.

Years later, in use as an office at King's Lynn station, all of plzegons were removed and the
saloons opened up as one area.

Photos in the NRM show all tfieezerail in place albeit cut about for the now removed partitions.
